NCAS Administration

The delivery of NCAS courses have continued throughout the year with the Level 1 courses still being the highest volume course conducted.  After the initial spike in courses as a result of the new NCAS implemented in 2005, courses have now settled with most states conducting what is seen as a target number of courses per year.

It has recently been identified that a number of coaches may be holding accreditations that are not consistent with the skill level of the crews they are coaching.  Initial discussions with a number of the State Development Officers have identified ways to alleviate this through offering appropriate courses and targeting specific coaches.  A more structured and systematic approach will be required to overcome this problem on a national basis with priority to be given to this issue in due course.

The limited resources available to implement the NCAS have continued to cause delays for the finalisation of the specialist modules and Level 4.  The largest volume courses remain to be the Level 1 through to Level 3 therefore the current resources have been used to further develop delivery tools for these courses.  The establishment of an Adaptive Rowing Steering Committee will assist with further development of this module while other contributors are currently being investigated.   It is anticipated that upon completion of our core courses we will be able to re-direct our resources in completing the remained of the NCAS implementation.

A number of the State Associations have conducted education seminars relating to a number of issues within rowing.  Rowing Australia has recongised these courses as updating activities and has promoted the delivery of these courses where possible.  The most comprehensive programs have been offered by the ACT and South Australia however all states have provided some form of ongoing education.

NCAS Resource Review

In June 2006 Rowing Australia embarked on a proper review of the resources used by the NCAS.  It was recognised that the majority of these resources were out of date, did not meet the needs of the syllabus introduced in 2005 and were presented in a non-professional manner.  The Level 1 and Level 2 manuals were the first to be reviewed with an initial consultation period being conducted from June 2006.  

Towards the end of 2006 Rowing Australia engaged the services of an external contractor, Camilla Haymen, to edit the submissions.  Working closely with Adam Horner, a draft of the Level 1 manual was provided for initial approval in March 2007.  The final edit with graphical and layout amendments were completed and the final publication was sent to print in early June.  It is anticipated that the manuals will be available for distribution by the 1st of July 2007.

A draft of the new Level 2 manual has been provided to the head rowing coaches (Noel Donaldson, Lyall McCarthy and Brian Richardson) for final editing.  Once edited, the final draft should take approximately a month until it is ready for print.  Due to the international tours and the current workload of these coaches, an approximate time is difficult to provide however we are hopeful that this publication will be available for distribution by the end of August 2007.

Consultation on the review of the Level 3 manuals has recently begun engaging a number of individuals both within rowing circles as well as specialist areas.  Due to the significant level of expertise required for Level 3, there are limited people that are available to contribute to the production of this resource.  The progression of the Level 3 will be dependent on the time availability of those engaged with the availability of the head coaches again being the determining factor.  It is hoped that the Level 3 manual will be available for distribution by the end of September 2007.

BRO Education
A National Officiating Accreditation Scheme (NOAS) has been developed over the past 12 months by the Umpires Committee in conjunction with the National Development Officer.  The syllabus identifies three levels of domestic officiating while acknowledging the pathway to becoming a FISA Umpire.  In addition to the syllabus, presenter kits, which include assessment tasks and presentations, have been developed for each of the levels.  These delivery resources will be used in conjunction with the updated Umpires Knowledge Manual and will ensure consistency and ongoing developed of our umpires on a national basis.

The NOAS program will be submitted to the Australia Sports Commission by the end of June for final approval.  It is anticipated State Associations will be in a position to delivery the NOAS courses in September 2007.  The Umpires Committee will need to consider a roll out strategy for the program which will include training of assessors and presenters and providing appropriate accreditation to those BRO’s who are already accredited BRO’s within their State Associations.

Project CONNECT

At the end of 2006 Rowing Australia distributed requests for expressions of interest for the Adaptive Rowing Steering Committee. This committee is comprised of an adaptive rowing high performance representative, athlete representative and community representative, as well as an able body rowing representative and a non-rowing disability sport representative. The Adaptive Rowing Steering Committee will promote the sport of adaptive rowing through increasing awareness, providing technical assistance in the implementation of policies and the development of adaptive rowing programs. The Steering Committee has held two meetings to date which have resulted in the development of many adaptive rowing initiatives.

At the beginning of 2007 Rowing Australia distributed a questionnaire to three tiers of adaptive rowing stakeholders, including State Rowing Associations, State Sport and Recreation Organisations, External Disability Sport Organisations and Individual Rowing Clubs. The results from this audit assisted Rowing Australia in the production of the Disability Action Plan which covers policy requirements, development initiatives, increasing participation and further enhancing competition opportunities.

In April Rowing Australia presented the Disability Action Plan, Steering Committee Progress and National Audit Outcome Report to the Project CONNECT Advisory Committee. Rowing Australia has subsequently been awarded a Project CONNECT Bronze Level Accreditation which recognises the steps being made to include people with a disability into all levels of Adaptive Rowing.

Classification Workshop

Rowing Australia is conducted a National Adaptive Rowing Classification Workshop in Canberra on June 16 - 17.  This workshop was presented by Judy Morrison, FISA Chief Classifier and member of the FISA Adaptive Rowing Commission and Adam Horner, FISA International Technical Classifier from Australia. This workshop is the first step in establishing a National Classification Program and will provide Rowing Australia with a number of qualified National Classifiers.  Furthermore, the workshop included the classification of any athletes with the prospect of competing at the Beijing 2008 Paralympic Games.

High Performance Adaptive Rowing

The Rowing Australia Paralympic Preparation Program (PPP) Athlete Agreement is currently being implemented by Rowing Australia, with the June Training Camp being the first initiative under this agreement.  It will outline selection criteria, benefits to PPP and Monitored athletes as well as the requirements placed upon PPP athletes and Monitored athletes.

The 2007 National Australian Rowing Team has been selected with the inclusion of two adaptive crews, a Trunk and Arms Double and Arms Only Single Scull. Both crews have completed all of the selection criteria and Rowing Australia are confident both will qualify for the Beijing 2008 Paralympic Games and are strong contenders for medals at the 2007 World Rowing Championships.

In June, Rowing Australia held a National Adaptive Training Camp to be attended by PPP and Monitored Athletes.  This training camp provided the current National Adaptive Team as well as potential National athletes with the opportunity to utilize the facilities of the Australian Institute of Sport as well as training in an elite squad.

2008 Rowing Australia Coaches Conference

Rowing Australia is currently evaluating a number of venues for the 2008 Rowing Australia Coaches Conference.  Responses from the Croker Oars 2006 Rowing Australia Coaches Conference highlighted the popularity of the Gold Coast as a location while also attracting a reasonable level of corporate support.  As such all venues currently being considered are located on the Gold Coast.  Once a venue has been finalised, Rowing Australia will begin the process of securing corporate sponsorship and developing a program for the event.  It is anticipated that public promotion is likely to begin towards the end of 2007.
